· I am at least 16 years of age and not more than 21 years of age on August 13, 2026 (1st day of Iowa State Fair). I have never been married nor will become married during my reign. I never have been or are currently a professional model. 
· I reside in Allamakee County or an adjoining county but have the majority of my activities in Allamakee County. 
· I am an active member of at least one service organization in my community such as a church group, Girl Scouts, 4-H, FFA, etc. (Eligibility is not limited to 4-H or FFA membership.)
· As a contestant and/or if crowned queen or princess, I will dress appropriately, with dresses/skirts that are at least knee length, and dress modestly to be covered with dresses or tops that have at least one-inch straps and that aren’t low cut. Crop tops and shorts will not be worn, bra straps will not be showing. This is not a suggestion, but a requirement. Remember you are a queen, and role model, dress like one! 
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I will participate in a minimum of 5 events, as part of the royalty team. Events may include but are not limited to:

As set forth by County and State Fair rules, the Princess shall be entitled to the honor of the Queen, and keep the sash, crown and other properties intended for the queen title and first runner-up to Princess. 
· As a contestant and/or member of the Allamakee County Fair Royalty Team (including Queen, Princess, and all candidates), I understand that I am expected to represent the Fair and community with integrity, responsibility, and respect at all times. Any involvement in illegal activity, inappropriate conduct, or behavior resulting in legal trouble will not be tolerated. This includes, but is not limited to, underage alcohol or tobacco use, drug use, theft, disorderly conduct, or any actions deemed inappropriate for a role model representing the Fair.
· Additionally, I understand that I am expected to conduct myself in a manner that reflects strong character and good judgment in both public and private settings, including on social media. · If selected Queen, I will be expected to represent Allamakee County at the Iowa State Fair Queen Pageant in Des Moines, Tuesday, August 11th through the time of crowing Saturday evening, August 15th, 2026. If I am unable to completely commit to this contest, I will need to forfeit my title as 2026 Allamakee Co. Fair Queen.
